A panel of trained practitioners will review submitted portfolios.  Award recipients will be notified by email prior to June 30th of each year with a formal presentation made at the Indiana School Counselor Association Fall Conference. 

By submitting your portfolio, you are giving the Indiana Department of Education permission to share and reproduced your materials With appropriate citation given to your school.  All documents must be from the current academic year or last year.  Documentation more than a year old will not be accepted.
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
