The mentor teacher agrees to:

1. Provide mentoring for two to four AP and/or IB teachers

2. Implement the mentor program described in the grant application

3. Attend two orientation meets in Indianapolis, Terre Haute or Gary.
The school understands that:

1. The grant period will be from June 1, 2011 to May 31, 2012.  No funds may be encumbered or otherwise obligated after the grant period. 

2. The grant only provides funds for mentor stipends.  No funds are provided to cover mileage to and from the mentor orientation meetings.

3. In addition to this grant, $100 will be available to cover refreshment expenses for mentor-mentee meetings.  The project manager will submit receipts for reimbursement.
4. If the school does not comply with the assurance statements, the project may be subject to termination by the American Student Achievement Institute.  At the time of termination, remaining balances of the project fund shall be forwarded to the American Student Achievement Institute.  The grantee or sub-grantee may request termination of the project upon written notification to the awarding agency which must set forth the reasons for such termination and the effective date.
