Eligible Schools

To be eligible for funding, high schools must:

1. 
Be located in Marion, Knox, Sullivan, or Vigo counties; or in the Gary Community School Corporation.

Submit an approved application.

Must be in “good standing” on September 15th of the grant year.  

To be in “good standing,” schools must have submitted a grant application prior to September 15 of the current school year and completed the following on time during the previous grant year.  Items followed by an asterisk are not required to be in good standing for the 2008-2009 grant application.
