AP TEST FEE REDUCTION OPPORTUNITIES
The 2008-2009 cost for College Board’s Advance Placement (AP) Exam is $84.  Indiana schools can use three funding sources to 1) provide several math and science AP exams to any student at no cost any 2) provide any AP exam to low-income students at no cost.
ALL INDIANA STUDENTS

The State of Indiana will use state funds to cover the entire cost of each AP exam.  The qualify, the student must 1) be in the eleventh or twelfth grade, and 2) have completed the respective AP course approved by the AP Course Audit.

LOW INCOME STUDENTS

The State of Indiana will use federal funds to pay $54 per AP Exams that are not listed below.  To qualify, the student 1) must qualify for the College Board fee reduction and 2) must have completed the respective AP course approved by the AP Course Audit.  By not retaining the $8 rebate provided by College Board to the school for administering the test and by taking advantage of the $22 fee reduction that College Board provides for low-income families, Indiana low-income students can take any AP test at no cost.

How does a student qualify for the College Board's fee reduction? 

The College Board follows the economic-need guidelines created by the federal government. The Fee Reduction Policy includes a chart for AP Coordinators to use in determining a student's eligibility for a fee reduction. All students who meet the eligibility criteria are entitled to the College Board's $22 fee reduction.   
What Indiana school must do: 
· The AP Coordinator at each school must first fill in the "Option 2" oval on the answer sheets of Category 2 eleventh- and twelfth-grade students taking AP Exams in the mathematics and science courses listed above. Next, the "Option 1" oval on Category 1 students' AP Exam answer sheets for other courses should be filled in. Only one "Option" oval may be filled in per answer sheet. 
· When generating your invoice online, enter the total number of exams (not students) that qualify for the fee reduction. 

· AP Coordinators in the state of Indiana will forgo collection of AP Exam fees for all qualifying students. The College Board will bill the state directly for qualifying students' AP Exam fees. 


For students not enrolled in the respective AP course who take an AP Exam, the school must submit $54 per AP Exam to the AP Program for each exam taken by a student qualifying for the College Board fee reduction and $76 per AP Exam to the AP Program for each exam taken by a student not qualifying for the College Board fee reduction.
