Learn More Indiana has joined with a variety of partners to kick off a new college access campaign, called KnowHow2GOIndiana.  This campaign is part of the national KnowHow2GO effort led by the Ad Council, American Council on Education and the Lumina Foundation for Education.

The statewide campaign is designed to encourage students, especially those who will be the first in their families to pursue college, to take the necessary steps to turn their dreams of going to college into a reality.  Community partners and the media are needed to help with this important effort. 

The KnowHow2GOIndiana campaign presents four steps that students need to take each year to move toward college.  The KnowHow2GO website also includes activities that students in middle school and high school can do each year to support each step.
