ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

1. Applicants must be expected to graduate from high school between Dec. 1, 2011 and June 30, 2012.
2. Applicants must have been accepted to a four-year college, two-year college, community college, proprietary school or private career college.  While ASAI considers apprenticeship programs, military career training and on-the-job training as valid postsecondary learning opportunities, this scholarship is not intended for students attending those institutions since they do not charge tuition for attendance.
3. An educator from the student’s school district must have attended the Indiana Conference on Learning on January 24, 2012.

4. Applicants must submit a complete application including:

a. Part 1 – Student Information

b. Part 2 – Student Statements

c. Part 3 – Official High School Transcript

d. Part 4 – Counselor Statement

AWARD CRITERIA

1. High School Course Selections:  The scholarship committee will review courses taken during high school (including the senior year) to determine the degree to which they support the student’s postsecondary plans.  For example, a student desiring a health career would be expected to take rigorous academic courses with a concentration in math and science.  A student planning to study construction technology would be expected to take a rigorous academic curriculum coupled with a strong sequence of building trades courses.
2. Personal Statements:  The scholarship committee will review candidates’ personal statements to determine the degree to which the candidates have carefully planned a sequence of activities that will enable them to reach their postsecondary and ten-year goals.  Consideration will also be given to the candidates’ understanding of how teachers’ expectations and support influence student success. 

3. GPA and Class Rank:  GPA and class rank will not be taken into consideration.  It is assumed that candidates will have an academic background sufficient for postsecondary success since they have been accepted to one or more postsecondary institutions.
