(Name of Your School) was recognized by the Indiana Student Achievement Institute as a “Top Gainer” school during the Indiana Conference on Learning on January 31, 2008 in Indianapolis.  The award is based on the school’s improvement in ISTEP scores between 2004 and 2006.
The Indiana Student Achievement Institute (InSAI) awarded the “Top Gainer” designation to schools who reached targeted gains in the percentage of passing ISTEP+ tests over a two year period.  The gain or loss in ISTEP between 2004 and 2005 was averaged with the gain or loss in ISTEP between 2005 and 2006.  Low-performing schools were expected to show greater improvement than high-performing schools.  From 2003 to 2005, the average gain in ISTEP+ at (Name of Your School) was _____%.
