· How is data shared and discussed during grade level and cross grade level meetings? Does staff use a data wall to monitor student progress in reading?
· How are math, science and social studies integrated in the reading curriculum?
· How are parents involved in student work and school planning?
· Does the school need to develop business partnerships to improve its public image?
· Are students held accountable for their progress? Does each child knows his/her reading level and keep track of it in his/her reading folder?  Do students set goals for what reading level they will achieve each nine weeks?
